existing rope e.g. a genoa sheet is not acceptable)

You understand that Adult Sailing Sessions are intended to give participants a chance to experience dinghy 

sailing. You will be under the guidance of a member of the club who has been assessed by Captain Adult 

Sailing/Captain Dinghies as competent and sufficiently experienced to instruct and teach you. These members 

may not be qualified instructors.
